•Hosea (Num. 13:16, Matt. 1:21), = salvation or 
deliverer. 
•Joel = Jehovah is God. 
•Amos = burden or burden-bearer. 
•Obadiah = servant of Jehovah.



 Meaning of Names.

•Jonah = dove. 
•Micah = who is like God. 
•Nahum = comfort or consoler. 
•Habakkuk = embrace.



 Meaning of Names.

•Zephaniah = Jehovah has treasured or 
Jehovah has hidden. 
•Haggai = festive. 
•Zechariah = Jehovah remembers. 
•Malachi = My messenger.

•Hosea (1:1) = Son of Beeri,  man of a 
well.  No further history. 

•Joel (1:1) = Son of Pethuel,  vision of 
God.  No further history. 
✦ 13 Other Joel’s in Bible. 

•Amos = No family history. 
•Obadiah =No family history. 

✦ 13 Other Obadiah’s in Bible.



 Family.

•Jonah (1:1) = Son of Amittai. No further 
history. 

•Micah = No family history. 
✦ 7  Other Micah’s in Bible. 

•Nahum = No family history. 
•Habakkuk = No family history.



 Family.

•Zephaniah (1:1) = Son of Cushi, son of 
Gedaliah, son of Amariah, son of 
Hezekiah. 
✦ Great Grandson of King Hezekiah. 
✦ 4 Other Zephaniah’s in Bible. 

•Haggai = No family history.



 Family.

•Zechariah (1:1, Neh. 12:4,16, Ezra 5:1) = 
son of Berechiah, son of Iddo. 
✦ Was chief of the priests who 

returned with Zerubbabel to 
Jerusalem. 

✦ 31 Other Zechariah’s in Bible. 
•Malachi = No family history.





 Location.

•Hosea (7:5, 1:2) = likely a citizen of the 
Northern Kingdom. 
•Joel (2:1,23, 3:1, 6) = not explicitly 
mentioned but possibly a native of Judah. 
•Obadiah = Location unknown. 
•Amos (1:1) = From Tekoa.
