Chapter Twelve
I. Remember the Creator (Ecc 12:1-8)
1) In youth remember Him, Ecc 12:1-2
· remember: 1) to bring to mind or think again 2) to retain in memory [MWD]
· Little is accomplished by recognizing God is there and nothing more, Act 19:15 & James 2:19
· Context implies more

· What do you think “remember” implies? See also Ex 20:8 & Luke 17:32

· Why should youth remember the Creator / God? Ecc 12:1-2,11:10
2) Burdens of age, Ecc 12: 3-5

· Age limits and restricts our abilities
· Prevents us from remembering our Creator properly

· Describe the meaning of the following phrases/illustrations of age:

· “watchmen of the house tremble”, v 3 / Gen 49:24 / Job 26:2 / 2 Cor 5:1→
· “mighty men stoop”, v 3 / Sol 5:15 →
· “grinding ones stand idle”, v 3 →

· “windows grow dim”, v 3 / Gen 27:1, 48:40 →

· “doors are shut”, v 4 / Job 41:14  / 2 Sam 19:35→

· “arise at the sound of bird”, v 4 →

· “daughters sing softly”, v 4 →

· “doors are shut”, v 4 →

· “afraid of high places & road”, v 5 →

· “almond tree blossoms”, v 5 →

· “grasshopper is a burden”, v 5 →
· “caperberry ineffective”, v 5 →

3) Remember the Creator before man’s end, Ecc 12: 5-8
· What common event occurs to all the objects in verse 6?

· Man advised to “remember” Him before the end
· Man goes to eternal home / dust returns to earth / spirit to God
· All is vanity

· Any advantage or profit  realized “under the sun” is lost in death

· It was fleeting and temporary → vanity

II. Exhortation & Conclusion (Ecc 12:9-14)
1) Wisdom recommends itself, Ecc 12:9-12
· The Preacher’s work, Ecc 12:9-10
· All the conclusions and recommendations of the book worthless if not followed

· The preacher again gives justification of its worth and value
· What reasons does the preacher give to recommend himself and his work?
· Worth of wisdom, Ecc 12:10-12
· goad: 1) something that urges or stimulates into action 2) pointed rod used to urge on animal [MWD]

· Why should one seek wisdom? What is its worth?

· Should one dedicate himself to the study of wisdom without limit or restraint?
2) Ultimate answer of life, Ecc 12:13-14

· Fear God and keep His commandments
· This is man’s purpose, applies to all

· Why should man fear and serve God? Ecc 12:14 & 11:9, Acts 17:31, 2 Cor 5:11
