19:9, what are the only 2 reasons 
that break the legal bond between a 
married man and woman?

1.  Death.
2.  Innocent party divorces the guilty 
party for fornication.



MDR Doctrine
If a married man divorces his 
wife because he has another 
woman (i.e. committing fornication), 
is she free to marry again? 

No.
