H.  Objections to Validity of Messianic Prophecies

- This may be plausible if one were only concerned 

with fulfilling one or two prophecies. However, Jesus met the requirement of 
fulfilling all prophecies pertaining to the Messiah. (see probabilities below) 

a.  Probability 
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(1)  Reportedly 332 prophecies literally fulfilled in Jesus.1 

(2)  If just 8 prophecies considered, the probability2 of one man fulfilling 

all eight is one in 100,000,000,000,000,000

We will not 
see Christ until He comes again; BUT WE CAN HAVE EVERY CONFIDENCE

upon the testimony of the scriptures which give the prophetic promises and record the eyewitness of Him and the plan of God. 

Notice Paul's final words to the Romans in his letter - "Now to Him who is able 
to establish you according to my (a) gospel and the (b) preaching of Jesus 
Christ, according to the revelation of the mystery kept secret since the 
world began but now has been made manifest, and by the (c) prophetic 
Scriptures has been made known to all nations, according to the 
commandment of the everlasting God, for obedience to the faith;" 
(Romans 16:25-26) God's plan, laid before the foundation of the world, began 
unfolding with the promise following the fall of Adam.   The Old Testament 
described the continual development of that plan and provided prophetic 
evidence of the Messiah to carry out God's plan.   His truth has been 
demonstrated in Christ, the object of the entirety of the Old Testament 
prophecies.   Knowing this, how true it is when the Hebrew writer wrote "how shall 
we escape if we neglect so great a salvation, which at the first began to be 
spoken by the Lord, and was confirmed to us by those who heard Him..."   (Heb.
