(1)  Two words in Hebrew are rendered "virgin" in the Old Testament: 

(a) bethulah [separately] (Gen. 24:16; Lev. 21:13; Deut. 

22:14,23, 28; 1 Kings 1:2). 

(b) almah [veiled] (Gen. 24:43; Ex. 2:8; Psa. 68:25; Pro. 30:19; 

Song of Solomon 1:3, 6:8; Isaiah 7:14) 

(2)  As a point of interest, the word is defined thus in Unger's Bible 

Dictionary. "Although the primary idea of this word is not unspotted virginity, for which the Hebrews had a special word, bethulah, "virgin" is, nevertheless, the proper rendering in Isaiah 7:14 of almah, which may not only take on this meaning (Gen. 24:43) but in the light of Matt. 1:23 must take this meaning." 5
