Lev16: 16 times [3722] (counting "atoning" v20)

What does "atonement" mean?



Atonement
Lev 1:4 - substitution 

Lev 4:20,26,31,35 - forgiveness 

Lev 10:17 - “bear away [5375] the guilt” 
(excellent definition!)

Why…?
God's grace! His promise, His plan … 
(Not inherent in animal, sac., priest, offerer)

Ps 78:38 “forgave” [3722 = “atonement” Lev 16]  
…“did not destroy…restrained His anger…not arouse His

Rom 3:21-25 “propitiation” - sig. turning away from wrath 
by an offering

• Repent Rom 2:4,5 
• Confess truth of the gospel Rom 10:10 
• Baptized into his death Rom 6:3-4 
• Walk in light, confess sins Rom 12:1-2; 1Jn 1:5-9
